Just a reminder that the use of any poison placed 

to kill rabbits is highly discouraged in Margate 

and closely regulated by the State of New Jersey.  

NJ State Law requires that use of such must be 

placed in tamper resistant bait boxes in locations 

not accessible to children, pets, domestic animals 

or non-target wildlife.  NJ State Pesticide Control
